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CHICAGO, 5 DECEMBER 2024: December 7th, 1944 marked a monumental day in the history of commercial
aviation. 52 visionary states came together to sign the Chicago Convention having agreed on certain principles
and arrangements in order that international civil aviation may be developed in a safe and orderly manner
and that international air transport services may be established on the basis of equality of opportunity and
operated soundly and economically.
